
2008 Sharps Disposal by State Law: 
 
Pennsylvania 
Place sharps in a rigid, strong plastic or metal container with a screw-on or tightly 
secured cap, such as a laundry detergent bottle. Or, use a purchased Sharps Container. 
Reinforce the cap with heavy duty tape. Mark clearly and noticeably on the outside of the 
container “Do Not Recycle” and “Household Sharps”.  
 
Fill container with solution of 1 tsp of bleach in 1/2 gallon of water.  
Dispose of container with regular trash. 
 
 
New Jersey 
Place sharps in a rigid, strong plastic or metal container with a screw-on or tightly 
secured cap, such as a laundry detergent bottle. Or, use a purchased Sharps Container. 
Reinforce the cap with heavy duty tape. Mark clearly and noticeably on the outside of the 
container “Do Not Recycle” and “Household Sharps”.  
 
Use a needle clipper, and then carefully place each of your used needles and syringes into 
the container.  
 
Dispose of container with regular trash. 
 
Delaware: 
Place sharps in a rigid, strong plastic or metal container with a screw-on or tightly 
secured cap, such as a laundry detergent bottle. Or, you can use a purchased Sharps 
Container.  Reinforce the cap with heavy duty tape.  Mark clearly and noticeably on the 
outside of the container “Do Not Recycle” and “Household Sharps”. 
Dispose of container with regular trash 
 
Maryland: 
Place sharps in a rigid, strong plastic or metal container with a screw-on or tightly 
secured cap, such as a laundry detergent bottle. Or, you can use a purchased Sharps 
Container. Reinforce the cap with heavy duty tape. Mark clearly and noticeably on the 
outside of the container “Do Not Recycle” and “Household Sharps”.   
Dispose of container with regular trash.
